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In this download, there are the solution folders that I used in the demos, my demo notes and the PowerPoint deck.

There are three versions of the demo solution in three different folders:

1. TechEd.Demo – This is the folder I use to run the solution

2. TechEd.Demo Complete Solution – This is the solution as it should be at the end of the demo with all the code added. 
Note: I don’t change this folder.
3. TechEd.Demo Template – This is the base solution that I started the demo with.
Note: I don’t change this folder.
TechEd.Demo is basically a temporary folder that I have worked from to run through the demos. Each time I run through the session, I copy the contents of TechEd.Demo Template to the TechEd.Demo folder. The only other thing that you should do is remove the trace and message logging files from the TechEd.Demo folder if you want to run through the session multiple times. After running through the demos, the contents of TechEd.Demo should be the same as TechEd.Demo Complete Solution (WinMerge is a good tool to test directory and file differences).
When I have run the client, I have run the pre-compiled client.exe from the release directory because the app didn’t change throughout the demos.

The pre-requisites of the solution are VS2005 and the NetFX Beta 2 bits. You will also need WMI Tools if you want to go through CIM Studio.
